As a condition of admission to programs at California State University, East Bay, 
students holding F-1 status must submit the following agreement to obtain and maintain 
insurance coverage during the period of enrollment at California State University, East 
Bay.  

Please review the minimum coverage requirements outlined below. Evidence of adequate 
coverage will be required upon your arrival to Cal State East Bay. Please present this 
evidence to the ALP office.  

Health insurance may be purchased on campus at the Associated Students Office, located 
in the University Union Room 314, or you may purchase insurance elsewhere to meet 
these requirements.

The California State University system requires F-1 students to carry insurance that 
meets the following requirements: 

1. Medical benefits of at least $50,000.00 US dollars per accident or illness 
2. Co-Payment must not exceed 25% of each bill 
3. Repatriation of remains in the amount of $7,500.00 US dollars 
4. Expenses associated with the medical evacuation of the student to his or her home 

country in the amount of $10,000.00 US dollars 
5. The deductible must not exceed $500.00 US dollars per accident or illness;
