Green highlighted information should be included in the written Home Program; un-highlighted information should also be included, but the wording will be specific to each client; yellow highlighted information should not be included in the Home Program, but is for clinician consideration, as appropriate for the client. 

When designing the Home Program, each clinician must consider the needs of their client and family. This may impact how specific the Home Program needs to be, how many examples should be provided, the wording that is used, and if the presentation should be more structured or more flexible. Consider what is required to ensure success at home.

While the goal is to target two different skills/goal areas in the Home Program, the clinician is to decide  if one or 2 activities to address each skill is most appropriate. Similarly, there may be a reason to have two skills addressed in only one activity.  This clinical decision must be reasonable and must work in the best interest of the client and family.
