A.  Chris Brown:  Parking and Textbooks


Chris Brown’s presentation highlights on the following:
Parking

· Parking structure is a near future consideration
· The Hill Hopper is being replaced by AC Transit alternative transportation; bus Route 92 to CSUEB students, faculty, and staff.

· Means a parking fee increase.

·  Updated rider-ship data to be reported.
· AC Transit is in the process of creating a quarterly fee of approximately $12.00 for the service.

· Distributes a CSU Parking Permit Rates list; indicates that CSUEB is at the lower end of the rates scale.
B. President Mo Qayoumi:  Parking and Budget

President Mo Qayoumi highlights the following three elements:

· The CSU has committed to fund Students getting the CAL Grant from their own resources; in the event the State cannot and/or whenever the whole state budget issues are resolved.

· All construction projects have shut down, including our own CSUEB building; ~65% to completion.
· Looking at good business practices and how payroll can be met for all State employees.
Budget Info.

· General fund dollars
· Student fees are now for the 2008- 2009 fiscal year, and the possible changes for  the 2009 - 2010 fiscal year.
President Maheshwari opens the floor to a speaker’s list Q&A Session:

· Kim- inquires about the number of CSU Cal Grant funding vs. the number of those funded by the state.
· Maheshwari- addresses UC affects/ Project Shutdown vs. Start Up
· Premmanisakul- addresses affects of enrollment

· Mudalige- addresses impaction vs. FTE / Collecting and Bargaining Unit

President Mo Qayoumi addresses the plan of the school parking garage due to higher enrollment plans. Chris Brown continues on to the plans that the university has.
President Maheshwari opens the floor to Q&A Session (Speaker’s List):
· Kim- addresses the parking citation for funding staff and alternative Transportation options

· Mudalige- inquires about the implementation of the $150 fee increase.
· Premmanisakul- asks for clarification of the use of the “class pass”.
· Isfalt- addresses the 2005 parking fee increase, yet a lack of parking lot maintenance/improvement.
· Isfalt- questions the need to still increase the parking fees to $150 in spike of the recent and continuous enrollment increase.
President Qayoumi interjects an explanation by way of comparative example, more of a socialized model. Gives example of San Jose State University’s last parking structure was completed in the 1980’s. Also adds that CSUEB has an extensive backlog of overdue maintenance.

President Maheshwari opens the floor to a speaker’s list:

· Ecclesiastre- addresses question to Chris Brown on parking and on student fees increase vs student fees decrease
· Nguyen- addresses the question on the virtual/ online classes, classes offered TTH vs. MWF, and when the $150.00 increase begins
· Hinrichs- addresses the establishment of SFSU parking structure

Chris Brown distributes a handout that illustrates five key strategies that the Bookstore wants to save student dollars:

· Gross Margin reduction

· Custom course materials

· Textbook Rentals

· Increase used book ratio- and timely textbook adoptions

· Digital Materials to be offered- myscribe/café scribe; similar to Myspace
