Amendment #1:  (​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​​Mudalige) on page 4, 7b motion to strike $3000.00 and change to 

read “not to exceed $4000.00. [Full Statement: Organizations may receive a 


maximum of $1,000.00 per quarter, not to exceed $4,000.00 for a full academic year 

(three out of four quarters)]

Amendment #2: (Kim) on page 4,7c a motion to change the language to say under “Amounts Requested from ASI”. [“Groups must spend the funds as approved by the Finance Committee. Failure to do so must be through a written request of the Vice President of Finance to be reviewed by the finance committee at least ten (10) business days prior to event in question.”]
President Maheshwari opens the floor to discussion:

VP, Ecclesiastre: states that the language of the amendment changes the complete intent of what the policy stands for. Example given would be a vendor withdrawing, and states that this is a special case where a club is to be put back on the agenda.

VPF, Premmanisakul states that the language should be left as is; unless changes should state, “if your club/ org does not comply, you will not be funded.”

AED, Lara suggests that language to state, “Any special consideration should be made through VP of Finance by written request.”

President Maheshwari restates VP, Kim’s amendment with changes suggested by AED Lara.

EVP, Mudalige states that the language can go another direction for complete clarification to state, “Any special consideration can deviate from the perforced funding can be dealt with by Vice President of Funding.”

President Maheshwari yields the floor of discussion to vote on the amendment made by VP, Kim.
EVP, Mudalige states that an amendment suggestion can only be taken up by directors not ex-officios.

President Maheshwari returns to original amendment, and begins a roll call vote:

Amendment #4: (Kim) on page 4,7c a motion to change the language to say under “Amounts Requested from ASI”. [“Groups must spend the funds as approved by the Finance Committee. Failure to comply with the funding approved by the funding committee can be taken into special consideration through a written request to the Vice President of Finance. This will then be taken to the finance committee for approval to fund the event at least ten (10) business days prior to event in question”]

President Maheshwari opens the floor to discussion.

VP Ecclesiastre asks if the content VP Kim is wishing to change the language or the intent. By saying “failure” you are then changing the intent.

VP Kim clarifies her meaning of the word “failure”, and how it would not be changing the intent.

Director Isfalt refers to the policies language in regards to the “…ten (10) business days prior to event in question” and states that it should read, “Failure to comply with the funding approved by the funding committee can be taken into consideration through written request to the Vice President of Finance ten (10) business days prior to event in question. This then should be taken to the finance committee for approval.”

President Maheshwari asks Director Isfalt if that was a friendly amendment to VP Kim’s amendment, and for VP Kim to restate her amendment.

VP Kim states amendment to read, [“Groups must spend the funds as approved by the Finance Committee. Failure to comply with the funding approved by the funding committee can be taken into consideration through written request to the Vice President of Finance ten (10) business days prior to event in question. This then should be taken to the finance committee for approval.”]
EVP Mudalige states that there is no need to change the wording because it creates confusion, and changes the intent. 

EVP Mudalige calls to question

VPF Premmanisakul states that if something is turned in late that he has the final say if you refer to page one of the documents.

VP Ecclesiastre states that as chair he is able to put an item back onto the agenda, and/ or bring it to the Board where we can overthrow his decision.
Director Nguyen clarifies the consideration written process in the terms on what role the VP of Finance exemplifies.

Director Isfalt yields her time to EVP Mudalige to thoroughly explain.
Amendment #5:  (Kim) on page 4,7c a motion to change the language to say under “Amounts Requested from ASI”. [“Groups must spend the funds as approved by the Finance Committee. Failure to comply with the funding approved by the funding committee can be taken into consideration through written request to the Vice President of Finance ten (10) business days prior to event in question. The request will then be taken to the finance committee for approval.”]
President Maheshwari yields the floor to VPF Premmanisakul to explain.

VPF Premmanisakul reiterates that once a club is funded for an amount for a specific item they are not to use the funds otherwise, if so then this will result is suspension.

President Maheshwari states that upon request he can have VPF Premmanisakul list what considerations maybe considered by him to readmit a club/ organization funding request to the Finance Committee; and submit this to the next Board meeting for clarification.
President Maheshwari states upon acceptance for Director Isfalt the motion will die.
VPF Premmanisakul calls to question.
President Maheshwari calls for vote on amendment made by Director Isfalt.
Motion Dies with 6 Nays, 5 Abstains, and 0 Yeas.

Amendment #6: (Premmanisakul) on page 3, 2a motion to strike size stipulation for the ASI Logo.[Full Statement should now read:  All advertisements for ASI funded events must indicate in the flyer that the event is being “co-sponsored by Associated Students Inc.” and have the ASI logo appear on the document].

Full Statement should now read:  [The ASI President, Executive Vice President of Finance, or the Executive Director may authorize minor changes in advertising should the date, time, or on-campus venue; however, any fundamental change in advertising will require the sample material to be submitted to the  Executive Director or Associate Executive Director prior to the expenditure of funds. Sanctions may be imposed for failure to adhere to this regulation.]
