IV. Action Calendar:

A. Concord Discussion:  Dr. Brizendine extends a warm welcome to the ASI BOD as she offers to yield some of her time to introduce Dr. Robert Phelps, Professor in the History Department and currently the Chair of the Concord Campus Advisory Committee/CCAC (aka Academic Senate Committee); and to allow Dr. Phelps to speak to the ASI BOD.
          Dr. Robert Phelps highlights the following:

·   The task of the committee is to advise the Academic Senate regarding the development of this campus (Concord).
·   The committee will sponsor a sub-committee who will be essentially students from his class(es) at the Concord campus.
·    The students of this sub-committee will hold meetings and attend the CCAC.

·    The students are two year co-harts with essentially a sense of consistency and continuity; all students taking the same classes together with Dr. Phelps every single quarter.
·    The members of the sub-committee are appointed by the Academic Senate.

·    The co-harts students are able to develop leaderships as well as work closely with the ASI Director of Concord.

·    This brings on a suggestion by VPF Premmanisakul to please have Director James become a member of this sub-committee as ASI representation which will then enable that continuity deeded so necessary for the on-going future and transitions. 

·    Will inform ASI of meeting times which does change per quarter, states Dr. Brizendine.

·    The first meeting of this co-hart group is next Wednesday, 4-6pm (which is the 2nd Wednesday of each month), states Dr. Phelps.

·    The variation of meeting time is solely dependent on class time/schedule per quarter; thus, assuring a high attendance.

·    Official recognized student organization is suggested by SLLP Director Hinrichs.
·    Both Dr. Phelps and Dr. Brizendine welcome the suggestion.

·    VPF Premmanisakul requests that the students submit a committee application to go through the eligibility process, too.  Such appointments are handled through the External Affairs Committee.

          Dr. Brizendine points out the following:
