II. Special Presentation:  

A. Dr. Rhea Williamson; AVP, Office of Research & Sponsored Programs

Dr. Rhea Williamson starts an e-presentation and highlights the following:

· Student Funding Opportunities missing on our campus
· Mission Statement:  CSUEB provides academically rich multicultural learning experience helping students to realize their goals, to pursue meaningful life work; and to be socially responsible contributors.
· Dr.Williamson mentions that her discipline is Civil Engineering and Environmental Engineering and taught for fifteen years.  

· During this time frame, her students always worked on research projects which helped to prepare them to go out into the world.

· Dr. Williamson notes that the ASI BOD members are providing a specific service as well as gaining the knowledge and necessary skills that the student can go out in to the world prepared. 

· In terms of a research mission, think of three key words, such as:  to enrich; to transmit; and to expand the base of knowledge.  
· She also commends the previous and new faculty members. 
· She asks that ASI partner up to develop a funding source for scholastic students in participating in the programs highlighted in her presentation.
· If a CSUEB student can find the fund to go to that conference, make a presentation that in turns make it onto their resume, the student is more likely to benefit and move on in academia.
B. Chris Brown, Associate Vice President, Class Pass

Chris Brown states that AC transit will in the future do a more detailed presentation, but states that a fee will be implemented to all students to ride AC transit with the presentation of their student ID. Chris Brown gives a breakdown of the general fees. He states that this type of program is already in effect at CSU Humboldt as well as San Jose State University.
