IV. Special Presentation:
A. Shiva Premmanisakul & Bob Williams:

      Premmanisakul starts the presentation by giving an update on the Pioneer Bhangra Committee and thereby highlighting the following points:

· It is an Ad Hoc committee consisting of about 20 CSUEB students, out of which the executive team is present in the meeting and Premmanisakul allows for a self introduction.
· The event is in collaboration with other Universities across the nation including Canada.

· The event was initially planned for June 6, 2009 at Chabot College Performing Arts Center.
· The show has been postponed as June 6th is not considered a good date from the historical point of view as there was a lot of violence on that day in the past.

· The committee is yet to decide on a new date and venue.


    President Maheshwari asks De Angeles to allow the next two speakers to precede her 
    presentation; and she agrees.
B. Dr. Diane Beeson: Egg Retrieval:  Dr. Beeson is accompanied by Professor Jennings as the following are points of interest:
· Global market in human eggs that recruit healthy young women especially college students as egg providers.

· Use of exogenous hormones to stimulate production of eggs

· Short term vs. long term side effects for women’s health.

· Harmful side effects include organ failure, infertility, cancer and even death in some cases.

· States cases/examples of two former Stanford students.

· Wants to establish a registry to assess long term risks

· According to Bill AB1317 warning label is to be put on ads that publish egg donation without any research on the ill effects.

· Organizations like American Association of University Women have endorsed this bill.

· Hand outs on “Alliance for Humane Biotechnology” were distributed.
· Urges for organizational support to spread word about the long term disastrous risks.

· Dr. Beeson requests referrals and/or volunteers in support of the cause.
· Hinrichs suggests two student organizations.
· Others business cards/contact information are provided.
