IV. Special Presentation:  Vangie Castro






   
Vangie Castro comes before the Board to present the current updates happening with the Diversity Center Committee. Vangie Castro states that they have been visiting the Cross Cultural Center (Mosaic CCC) of SJSU which has been currently running for the past 6 to 10 years. The Diversity Center Committee is hoping to mock the program of SJSU. The Diversity Center is hoping to have the grand opening and resources completed by the beginning of December. She also states that they the Diversity Center plans to employ at least three interns once the diversity center open and in full function.  Vangie Castro then requests the participation of the Board and Student-At-Large members in helping to get the Diversity Center functioning.
V. Public Discussion
VI. General Discussion: -between Board & Ex-officios
President Maheshwari yields the floor to Director Khan. 

· Director Khan shares that he received an email from the president of MBA Association stating that they are conducting a forum on behalf of MBA Association with professors from Harvard to come and speak on the necessity of an MBA degree. MBA Association is asking that ASI market the event. Director Khan states that he will be in close contact with Director Isfalt for this event.

· VPF Premmanisakul asks how might ASI be supporting/ carrying this event when the flyer states that the event is already being supported by two departments on campus. 

· Director Khan states that he will speak with the President of the MBA Association in regards to what he means by having ASI sponsor this event. Director Khan also states that he will be holding an open forum via Dean of School CBE on Nov. 20th

President Maheshwari yields the floor to Debby De Angelis.
· Debby De Angelis separates her comments in three areas:  states that three stages of current concern are: Sports, the university internally, and Division II

· In July California State University East Bay was formerly accepted as an exploratory member of D-II;   two years as exploratory membership and one year probationary membership before we’re able to compete in post season

· We are pushing along with the support of CCAA to try to narrow that to a two year window. 

· In September the Presidents of the existing CCAA institutions voted us into membership in the CCAA.

· September 2009 will be the beginning of the sports department to be NCAA Division II based campus. After this season this will be the last as a Division III and NAIA.

· Next Fall 2009 quarter the athletics department will be offering its’ first athletics scholarship and recruiting has already begun as of June 15th, 2008.

· Internally in the University:  As of August 4th the Provost advised that Athletics would be separated from  the Kinesiology and Physical Education department, and into the Division of Administration and Finance.

· This means that as Director of Athletics, Debby De Angelis is now similar to a department chair and she reports to VP of Administration and Finance.
· Coaches are now full-time and are only responsible for teaching their intercollegiate sports and the advanced course in their sport.
· This allows coaches to do recruiting and all paperwork required.
· Majority of coaches and administration are currently in the upper mall level of Warren Hall.

· D-III:  The Women’s Volleyball Team has been on a 17 game winning streak and has moved to position 8 in the country.

· Director Hagbom states that the Get out and Vote Announcement and Campaign is still at large and will continue up to the actual election period.
· Director James states that between November 12th, 2008 or November 19th, 2008, will be the first Concord Board of Directors’ Meeting.

· ED Williams states the Internal Audit has been completed with a few findings. ED Williams also states that SLLP is undergoing demolition of the Student Hub and will be relocated within the University Union, and he will cover that for Next Week’s Agenda Item. ED Williams ends stating that BOD Meetings are going paperless, and is working on spaces for Directors within their colleges with the Directors and Deans. There will be plenty of email communication to go along with the key points he has addressed.
· EVP Mudalige states that he, Director Hagbom, and President Maheshwari will be attending CSSA at Humboldt, and the ASI website needs to be updated if possible.

· VP IA Ecclesiastre states that he will be contacting the new committee members in regards to the Campus Movie Festival Finale for Friday, October 24, 2008.

· Director Isfalt states that she has been speaking with local companies for partnership and there are approximately five that is willing to sign contracts. She states that she would like to meet the goal of fifteen for the hype cards. Director Isfalt states that she will also continue emailing with updates as the spokes’ person for ASI to get this project moving forward. She states that she is also looking to hold a press conference either on a Tuesday or Friday between the hours of 12 pm to 4pm, and will email information as the time draws closer to finalizing.
· Ex-Officio Stan Hebert states that they are having a consultant come out to see what ideally students in housing are wanting to see happen. The consultant will be paying students for their opinion as a focus group within: student housing freshman, student housing upper classmen, student living at home, and students living alone. He states that all sign-ups are to happen with Arthur Jenkins. Lastly, states that next week will be the Integrity/ Pledged dated for the 28th, 29th, and 30th of October.
· Ex-Officio Debby De Angelis states that there is a new women’s basketball coach-Toni West, and Sarah Judd is now the new Interim Associate Athletics Director for Compliance.

· ED Lara states that the Diversity Center is moving forward quickly, and is happy to focus the center on religion, gender, orientation, ethnicity, and abilities. States that the Game Room located in the Old UU will be promoted in the paper on the usage and utility time for the weekends as well. States that the Reservation’s Desk has been extended to 7pm to meet the needs of night students. ED Lara would like the BOD to note that the Art Gallery is temporarily closed to do contract logistics.
