VII. INFORMATION ITEM– East Bay 5K
Chair Volk yields the floor to Chair Sangil. Chair Sangil addresses the following:

· They met with Athletics about the program and it will be held on May 11th.
· It will be held on campus and will showcase the campus to the community and students.
· Pinlac states that they’re looking to have a tent city like atmosphere and that’s where they need ASI’s help. 

· Chair Volk states that they’re also looking for volunteers to help and possibly run as well and that the fee to run is ~$25 which is fundraising for the track and cross-country team. 
· Members discuss that the event is during Mother’s Day weekend, how it is open to the community to participate in, and whether or not t-shirts are given to participants. 
· Pinlac mentions that they’ll probably have to speak with John Stoll to help them with entertainment.

VIII. DISCUSSION ITEM– ASI Pool Party
· Salman states that he spoke with Cecilia, who’s in charge of facilities reservations, and she told him to pick a date to reserve the pool and she’ll give them the rules afterwards. 
· Members discuss lifeguards and setting the date for the event on May 17th at 12pm. They discuss reserving the pool from 11-4pm or 11-5pm to give them time to set and clean up. They state that there will be food and what the budget of the event might be. 
· Members state that the target number of attendees for the event will be 100. 
· Pinlac states that the funds have to come from the board’s budget so they need to figure out the costs. Sangil suggests asking RHA for help. 
· Members discuss that the budget will consist of food, lifeguards, and entertainment/DJ.

IX. DISCUSSION ITEM- Multicultural Month 
Chair Volk states that this is what the Union and RAW are trying to collaborate with and he yields the floor to Chair Sangil. Chair Sangil addresses the following:

· Target is the month of May since it is Cinco de Mayo and Asian heritage month.

· Every week they’re planning to have a different culture’s week: Asian American Pacific Islander week, Hispanic/Latino week, Wild, Wild, West International week. 

· He suggests having Multicultural Week in May instead of Multicultural Month, that way each culture can have a specific day rather than an entire week. 

Chair Volk states that for the RAW, his idea was to have the RAW put on a class each week (dance class, sport, etc.) geared towards the specific culture whose week was going on at that time. 

· Committee discusses having the classes be more like workshops to teach people and students more about the specific cultures. 

Chair Sangil states that having the event for a week will save money and that they’re trying to get other student clubs and organizations involved in the event.

· Pinlac states that they need to figure out exactly what they want to do and what cultures they want to incorporate in the event and they need to ask student clubs and organizations if they’re interested in joining them so they won’t have to take all of this out of ASI’s budget. He suggests that they can partner with the diversity center to help in lowering their expenses. He also states that having it for a week would be a better idea because it will cost them less. 
· The committee discusses having it Monday-Thursday, having activities in the lawn outside the Union, having tables to showcase the different cultures, having traditional games, traditional food, and performance(s) that show their culture.

· Pinlac also states that they need to make sure they’re not doing the same thing that ASI Presents is already doing and that they need to look away from doing everything and look towards partnering with different organizations and clubs. 
· The committee discusses adding Middle Eastern groups and other cultures to the event. They also state that ASI’s role in this event/week would be to provide services and food to the clubs depending on what they decide students want to see. 

· The committee discusses that their goal is to reach out to student organizations and clubs and encourage them to participate during the week. They want to have it planned out to make it easy for club and organizations to just join in. 

Chair Sangil states that they’re trying to have this event during the second week of May, May 6-10th. He also states that they’ll talk with the diversity center to see what they’re doing and that they will come back with more information about this during the next meeting.

He states that they plan to have the survey on paper to have them specifically reach out to students. 

· Chair Volk states that the survey he’s trying to put out is addressing what students think ASI does or what they think the RAW committee does and what they can do for the students. 

· Chair Sangil states that the RAW and UU committees can work together for the survey’s and get together about what dates and times they can go around to circulate the survey.
