C. Summary of Assessment Process

	Our primary mission is to educate nurse generalists prepared with a Bachelor of Science degree. Assessment of student progression and achievement of learning outcomes is in place throughout the nursing curriculum. Assessment approaches include direct observation and evaluation in clinical settings, assignments, tests, performance evaluations in skills lab settings and standardized examinations (e.g., NCLEX- RN exam, ATI comprehensive exam). We are utilizing the comprehensive test data along with recommendations from the Institute of Medicine (IOM) to restructure our curriculum and to enhance learning outcomes of our students.  To improve the assessment of SLOs for the Nursing Program, we have are in the process of gathering artifacts from Level 1 and Level 3 in the form of rubrics from capstone projects from each of these levels.  

The Nursing Program has completed an interim report to the Commission of Collegiate Nursing Education (CCNE) due in May 2014 in which evaluation and assessment of program outcomes are addressed in detail (Standard IV of report). CCNE evaluates programs on passing rates for the nursing licensure exam (NCLEX – RN), graduation completion rates, employment rates, evidence of student satisfaction with the program, and evidence of employer satisfaction with graduates. Student Learning Outcomes have also been addressed in the interim report.
NCLEX-RN pass rates are assessed annually through information provided by the California Board of Registered Nurses and trends are carefully tracked by the nursing program.  Graduation/attrition rates are tracked by the department for both the pre-licensure cohort and the ADN/RN-BSN cohort. Student satisfaction is assessed through a biannual Student Exit Survey from EBI, an external assessment agency and by a biannual internal survey for all enrolled students. Graduate employment rates and employer satisfaction with graduates are assessed through online surveys distributed annually.

Student learning outcomes and institutional outcomes have been identified and are mapped through the curriculum (see curriculum map).  Data is collected for evaluation of the achievement of the SLO and program learning outcomes    Evaluation is currently being further developed with the identification of significant assessment points in each level and a capstone evaluation paper being implemented.  Rubrics for these evaluation points are being developed and the analysis of outcomes is scheduled to begin in spring 2014.  Curricular revision in progress will require ongoing revision of the SLOs and the evaluation components.


D. Summary of Assessment Results 
	The Nursing Program uses information provided by the California Board of Registered Nurses (BRN) to assess our graduates’ pass rates on the licensure exam (NCLEX-RN) While program pass rates in the last 5 years have consistently been above 88% which is our program bench mark; in 2013 the NCLEX-RN was revised with a subsequent drop in the program pass rate. In 2013, we had an 80.64% NCLEX-RN pass rate for all graduates who have taken the NCLEX-RN for the first time. The nursing program is concerned about this change and trend of decreasing pass rates and has taken action to address this matter.  An NCLEX task force has been established and an action plan developed to address the declining rates. Our graduation/ attrition rates have remained steady at 91.5%, 87.6% and 88.6% for the past 3 years.  Employment rates of graduates have increased as the economy has improved.  Student and employer satisfaction remain strong. 

Evaluation of our SLO has continued in our clinical evaluations, assignments, tests and laboratory assessments and findings have remained consistent with previous years.  The program is working to further refine assessment of the SLOs particularly in capstone assignments in Level 1 and Level 3 of the program.
We have completed preliminary data gathering in the Level 1 of our program.  SLO #3 was evaluated (critical thinking and communication) in the form of an Evidence Based Practice paper.  Using a rubric, the Hayward cohort (n=58) were evaluated.  Specific criteria aimed at this outcome included: description of the topic and its relevance to the clinical placement and patient population, discussion of the rigor and quality of the evidence supporting practice, and discussion of the applicability of the recommendations to the clinical site.  Breakdown of points possible were 10, 15, and 20.  Student average scores for these specific sections were 8.54, 12.36, and 17.84.  The student average for the whole paper was 85.85 (range 65-96/100). Significant  to this evaluation was the realization that more development of faculty in the use of the rubric and expectations to ensure consistency in the evaluation of student work.  
A rubric for evaluation of the Level 3 capstone paper has been developed and data is being collected for a trial cohort this spring with the goal of full implementation of the rubric evaluation for AY 2014-2015.pam's assessment process (e.g. add direct assessment, expand sample of stud
