6. Sign up participants and set up courts/fields for play nightly. 
7. Ability to work at least three (3) games in succession, or 3 hours. 
8. Provide quality customer service for all staff and participants. 
9. Ability to work well with other officials and supervisors. 
10. Other duties as assigned. 

Required Experience/Education/Certifications 
1. Currently enrolled CSU East Bay student (minimum 6 units for undergraduate students; 4 units for 

graduate students). Summer quarter enrollment is not required. 
2. Must be available to attend mandatory sport-specific trainings.   
3. Must be available to work at least three nights per week. 
4. Experience watching, playing, and/or coaching the following sports: Basketball, soccer, volleyball, flag 

football, and/or other Intramural Sports offered throughout the year by the RAW Center. 
5. Strong customer service, conflict resolution, and communication skills.
