	BACKGROUND: 

	APGS is collecting information needed to complete a detailed plan for conducting University-wide ILO assessment to begin in the 2018-2019 academic year as indicated by the ILO Assessment Plan passed by the Academic Senate here. 

As part of the plan, academic degree program learning outcomes (PLOs) will be aligned to two ILOs selected by the program’s faculty. For each of the two (only two) ILO-PLO alignments, the program will identify an assignment in a relevant upper-division major course demonstrating mastery as shown in each program’s curriculum map and assessment plan. This assignment will be sampled and assessed according to the University’s ILO Assessment Plan (which will be updated in the 2017 Spring and Fall quarters).  Programs may also choose to coordinate the assessment with their program assessment processes and timelines.

Because student samples will be collected and assessed using Blackboard Outcomes, an electronic assessment platform, the student work will need to be in the form of a paper or a link to a video or portfolio.
